Becoming A Teen!! As you grow older, you'll 

be faced with some challenging decisions. Some 

don't have a clear right or wrong answer — like 

should you play basketball or football? Other deci-

sions involve serious moral questions, like whether 

to cut class, try marijuana, or lie to your parents.  

Making decisions on your own is hard enough, but 

when other people get involved and try to pressure 

you one way or another it can be even harder. 

People who are your age, like your classmates, are 

called peers. When they try to influence how you 

act, to get you to do something, it's called peer 

pressure. It's something everyone has to deal with 

— even adults.  

Peers can have a positive influence on each 

other. Maybe another student in your math class 

taught you a better to add and subtract, or some-

one on the basketball team taught you a trick with 

the ball. You might notice a friend being a good 

sport and try to be more like him or her. These are 

examples of how peers positively influence each 

other every day. 

Sometimes peers influence each other in negative 

ways. For example, a few kids in school might try 

to get you to cut class with them, or a kid in the 

neighborhood might want you to shoplift with him.

Gonorrhea: Can cause very painful urination, cramps, 

and sterility. 

HPV: can cause hard, wrinkled bumps (genital warts) on the geni-

tal and anal areas. 

Chlamydia: is the #1 most common bacterial STD. 

Herpes: can cause visible sores on the genitals, lips and elsewhere.   

Syphilis: can lead to heart disease and blindness. 

Trichomoniasis: can cause a smelly, discolored discharge from 

the vagina. 

ANY Kind of sexual activity can pass an STD from one person to 

another.  That means vaginal, anal, or oral sex (and, in some cases, 

skin-to-skin contact).  Mothers can pass STDs to their babies be-

fore, during and after birth.
